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PROPOSITION 31 - STATE BUDGET.
STATE AND LOCAL GOVERNMENT.
INITIATIVE CONSTITUTIONAL
AMENDMENT AND STATUTE.

Establishes two-year state budget. Sets rules for
offsetting new expenditures, and Governor budget
cuts in fiscal emergencies. Local governments can
alter application of laws governing state-funded
programs. Fiscal Impact: Decreased state sales tax
revenues of $200 million annually, with
corresponding increases of funding to local
governments. Other, potentially more significant
changes in state and local budgets, depending on
future decisions by public officials.

PROPOSITION 36 - THREE STRIKES
LAW. REPEAT FELONY OFFENDERS.
PENALTIES. INITIATIVE STATUTE.
Revises law to impose life sentence only when new
felony conviction is serious or violent. May authorize
re-sentencing if third strike conviction was not
serious or violent. Fiscal Impact: Ongoing state
correctional savings of around $70 million annually,
with even greater savings (up to $90 million) over the
next couple of decades. These savings could vary
significantly depending on future state actions.

Requires labeling of food sold to consumers made
from plants or animals with genetic material changed
in specified ways.

Fiscal Impact: Increased annual state
costs from a few hundred thousand dollars to over
$1 million to regulate the labeling of genetically
engineered foods. Additional, but likely not
significant, governmental costs to address violations
under the measure.

PROPOSITION 33 - AUTO INSURANCE
COMPANIES. PRICES BASED ON
DRIVER’S HISTORY OF INSURANCE
COVERAGE. INITIATIVE STATUTE.
Changes current law to allow insurance companies
to set prices based on whether the driver previously
carried auto insurance with any insurance company.
Allows proportional discount for drivers with some
prior coverage. Allows increased cost for drivers
without history of continuous coverage. Fiscal
Impact: Probably no significant fiscal effect on state
insurance premium tax revenues.

PROPOSITION 38 - TAX TO FUND
EDUCATION AND EARLY CHILDHOOD
PROGRAMS. INITIATIVE STATUTE.
Increases taxes on earnings using sliding scale, for
twelve years. Revenues go to K-12 schools and
early childhood programs, and for four years to
repaying state debt. Fiscal Impact: Increased state
tax revenues for 12 years--roughly $10 billion
annually in initial years, tending to grow over time.
Funds used for schools, child care, and preschool,
as well as providing savings on state debt payments.

PROPOSITION 34 - DEATH PENALTY.
INITIATIVE STATUTE.

Repeals death penalty and replaces it with life
imprisonment without possibility of parole. Applies
retroactively to existing death sentences. Directs
$100 million to law enforcement agencies for
investigations of homicide and rape cases. Fiscal
Impact: Ongoing state and county criminal justice
savings of about $130 million annually within a few
years, which could vary by tens of millions of dollars.
One-time state costs of $100 million for local law
enforcement grants.

CLEAN ENERGY AND ENERGY
EFFICIENCY FUNDING. INITIATIVE
STATUTE.

Requires multistate businesses to pay income taxes
based on percentage of their sales in California.
Dedicates revenues for five years to clean/efficient
energy projects. Fiscal Impact: Increased state
revenues of $1 billion annually, with half of the
revenues over the next five years spent on energy
efficiency projects. Of the remaining revenues, a
significant portion likely would be spent on schools.

TRAFFICKING. PENALTIES.
STATUTE.

Increases prison sentences and fines for human
trafficking convictions. Requires convicted human
traffickers to register as sex offenders. Requires
registered sex offenders to disclose Internet activities
and identities. Fiscal Impact: Costs of a few million
dollars annually to state and local governments for
addressing human trafficking offenses. Potential
increased annual fine revenue of a similar amount,
dedicated primarily for human trafficking victims.

A “Yes” vote approves, and a “No” vote rejects, new
State Senate districts drawn by the Citizens
Redistricting Commission. If rejected, districts will be
adjusted by officials supervised by the California
Supreme Court. Fiscal Impact: Approving the
referendum would have no fiscal impact on the state
and local governments. Rejecting the referendum
would result in a one-time cost of about $1 million to
the state and counties.

“To update classrooms with modern computers/technology; replace portable classrooms;
expand vocational education facilities including welding, engineering, medical/science
technology, and construction trades; and renovate, upgrade, equip, acquire and construct
classrooms/school facilities throughout the District; shall Templeton Unified School District be
authorized to issue $35,000,000 of bonds with interest rates below legal limits, an independent
citizen oversight committee, no money for administrator salaries, and all funds spent locally and
not taken by the State and spent elsewhere?”

Bond proceeds will be expended to modernize, replace, renovate, construct, acquire,
equip, rebuild and furnish the District’s facilities as described in the following list. Whenever
specific items are included in the following list, they are presented to provide an example and
are not intended to limit the generality of the broader description of authorized projects.

The facilities and improvements to be financed by the bonds issued for the District
include the modernization, replacement, renovation, construction, acquisition, equipping,
furnishing, and other improvements to the District's schools and facilities.

Such projects shall include:

e Installation and upgrading of electrical systems to improve student access to
computers and modern technology

e Removal and replacement of portable classrooms

e Repair and expansion of Districts vocational education facilities (welding,
engineering, medical and science technology, and construction trades)

e Repair and replacement of deteriorating roofs

e  Construction, repair, renovation, acquisition, furnishing, equipping and/or
remodeling of facilities and classrooms throughout the District

e Upgrading and replacing outdated heating, ventilation, and air-conditioning (HVAC)
systems

e |Installation and improvement of energy cost saving system throughout the District

e Improvements to schools’ pick-up and drop-off areas and addition of additional
parking to increase student safety and reduce traffic congestion

e Upgrading and improving playgrounds, playfields and equipment throughout the
District

e Replacement or installation of security features such as fencing, cameras, or
lighting systems

Approval of the District's bond measure does not guarantee that the Projects that are
the subject of the measure will be funded beyond the local revenues generated by the bond
measure. The District’s proposed Projects may assume the receipt of state funds, which could
be subject to appropriation by the Legislature or approved at a statewide bond measure.

Additionally, the Templeton Unified School District shall establish a Citizen’s
Oversight Committee (the “Committee”) and will appoint the members of the Committee to be
made up of a minimum of seven members comprised of at least the following: one member
shall be active in a business organization representing the business community located within
the District, one member shall be active in a senior citizens’ organization, one member shall be
active in a bona fide taxpayer’s organization, one member shall be the parent or guardian of a
child enrolled in the District, one member shall be both a parent or guardian of a child enrolled
in the District and active in a parent-teacher organization. The District shall cause the
proceeds of the Bonds to be deposited in a separate account. The District shall annually cause
to be prepared financial and performance audits related to the expenditure of the Bond
proceeds to ensure funds have only been expended on the specific Projects listed. The District
shall also cause an annual report to be prepared by the District's Chief Business Official,
containing a status report of all the authorized Projects and containing the amount of funds
collected and expended.
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IMPARTIAL ANALYSIS OF MEASURE H-12

This measure will determine whether the Templeton Unified School District shall issue $35
million in bonds for the purpose of improving school and education facilities within the District.

California Constitution, Article XIIIA, Section 1(b)(3), authorizes the District to incur bonded
indebtedness for the purpose of financing the construction, reconstruction, rehabilitation, or
replacement of school facilities, in accordance with certain accountability requirements, upon
approval of 55% of the voters voting on the measure.

If approved, this measure will allow the District to issue up to $35 million in bonds, at an interest
rate not to exceed the statutory limit permitted by law. The bonds may be issued pursuant to
Government Code section 54400 or Education Code section 15144, which carry different
maximum terms that the bonds or any series of bonds may run. The proceeds of the bonds
shall be used for the purpose of replacing portable classrooms; expanding vocational education
facilities; and renovating, equipping, acquiring, and constructing classrooms and other school
facilities throughout the District.

The bonds and interest will be financed by ad valorem taxes levied annually on taxable real
property within the District, and will be in addition to the property taxes currently levied within
the District. The District's Tax Rate Statement, which accompanies this analysis, reflects an
estimate of the maximum property tax levies required to service the bonds.

The measure includes the following accountability provisions:

1. Alist of the specific facilities projects to be funded and certification that the District Board
has evaluated safety, class size reduction and information technology needs in developing
that list.

2. That the proceeds from the bond sale shall be used only for the purposes listed in the
measure and not for any other purpose. (The statement of the proposition on the ballot
indicates that the proceeds will not be used for administrator’s salaries, as required by
Article 1l1A, Section 1(b)(3)(A).)

3. That the District Board will conduct an annual, independent performance audit to ensure
that the funds have been spent only on the specific facilities projects listed in the measure.

4. That the District Board will conduct an annual, independent financial audit of the proceeds
from the sale of the bonds until all of such proceeds from the sale of the bonds have been
spent for the facilities projects listed in the measure.

5. That the District will maintain the bond sale proceeds in a separate account and shall
cause a report to be filed in accordance with Government Code section 53411.

6. That the District Board shall establish a citizens’ oversight committee to monitor
expenditures and to ensure that bond proceeds are used to fund the specific projects
listed in the full text of the measure.

“Yes” on this measure is a vote in favor of the issuance of $35 million in bonds to be used for
improving the District's school facilities.

TAX RATE STATEMENT FOR MEASURE H-12

An election will be held in the Templeton Unified School District (the “District”) on
November 6, 2012, to authorize the sale of up to $35,000,000 in bonds of the District to
continue improving the quality of education in local schools. Specifically, bond proceeds shall
be utilized for the purposes of increasing student computer/technology access; expanding
vocational education facilities; and acquiring, construction and modernizing classrooms and
school facilities throughout the District.

If the bonds are authorized and sold, debt service thereon will be payable from the
proceeds of tax levies made upon the taxable property in the District. The following information
is provided in compliance with Sections 9400-9404 of the Elections Code of the State of
California.

1. The best estimate of the tax which would be required to be levied to fund this bond
issue during the first fiscal year after the sale of the first series of bonds, based on estimated
assessed valuations available at the time of filing of this statement, is 6¢ per $100 ($60.00 per
$100,000) of assessed valuation in fiscal year 2013 - 2014.

2. The best estimate of the tax which would be required to be levied to fund this bond
issue during the first fiscal year after the sale of the last series of bonds, based on estimated
assessed valuations available at the time of filing of this statement, is 6¢ per $100 ($60.00 per
$100,000) of assessed valuation in fiscal year 2019 - 2020.

3. The best estimate of the highest tax rate which would be required to be levied to fund
this bond issue, based on estimated assessed valuations available at the time of filing of this
statement, is 6¢ per $100 ($60.00 per $100,000) of assessed valuation in fiscal year 2013 -
2014,

4, The best estimate of the average tax rate which would be required to be levied to
fund this bond issue during the life of the bonds, based on estimated assessed valuations
available at the time of filing of this statement, is 6¢ per $100 ($60.00 per $100,000) of
assessed valuation.

Voters should note that the estimated tax rates are based on the ASSESSED VALUE
of taxable property on the County’s official tax rolls, not on the property’s market value.
Property owners should consult their own property tax bills to determine their property’s
assessed value and any applicable tax exemptions.

Attention of all voters is directed to the fact that the foregoing information is based
upon the District’s projections and estimates only, which are not binding upon the District. The
actual tax rates and the years in which they will apply may vary from those presently estimated,
due to variations from these estimates in the timing of bond sales, the amount of bonds sold
and market interest rates at the time of each sale, and actual assessed valuations over the
term of repayment of the bonds. The dates of sale and the amount of bonds sold at any given
time will be determined by the District based on the need for construction funds and other
factors, including the legal limitations on bonds approved by a 55% vote. The actual interest
rates at which the bonds will be sold will depend on the bond market at the time of each sale.
Actual future assessed valuation will depend upon the amount and value of taxable property
within the District as determined by the County Assessor in the annual assessment and the
equalization process.

What is it?

In 2010, California voters approved Proposition 14 creating the “Top-
Two Primary,” which replaced the traditional party-nominated primary.
Only the candidates who receive the highest and second-highest
number of votes cast during the Primary election advance to the
General election. Write-in candidates are no longer allowed for these
contests during the General election. The new rules apply to U.S.
Senate, U.S. Congressional, statewide and state legislative offices.
The rules for non-partisan contests (i.e. counties, cities, school and
special districts) did not change.

Party Preference and Political Party Endorsement

The term "party preference" is now used in place of the term "party
affiliation". On the ballot, the political party preference, or no party
preference, as indicated on the candidate’s voter registration is listed
next to or below the candidate’s name. The party designation is
shown on the ballot for the information of the voters only and it does
not constitute or imply an endorsement by the party designated.
Parties may provide a list of candidates who have received the official
endorsement of the party for printing in this booklet.
