o Crisis Stabilization Unit will be a modular next to the Annex. This will be for Adults. This 4
bed facility will be for stabilizing only, clients are to stay no more than 23 hours. Includes: 4
recliners, 2 quiet rooms, nurses station and work station. Will be operating hopefully by Fall
2017.

e Prop 64- Adult use of marijuana. The Legislative Analyst’s Office (LAO) conducted a
training covering what is current law on marijuana, What would Proposition 64 do, and What
Fiscal effects would Proposition 64 have on State and Local Government.
