On average, 56 lives are saved every month by community use of
naloxone to reverse overdose effects.* Community members

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REVERSALS
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e SLO County total overdose deaths tripled from 2017-2021. Fentanyl involved deaths

increased by almost 25 times.

e Declining opioid prescription rates indicate the driving force behind the county's
overdose rates and deaths is illicit substances, many containing fentanyl.

e Overdose prevention education and ready access to naloxone is saving lives, and one
of our best tools in combatting rising overdose death rates.
