Justification:
e Our BH Central Access Line ensures timely access to services for Medi-Cal beneficiaries seeking BH services.
e Inaddition to assessments to initiate mental health and substance use disorder services, Central Access provides screening
and health navigation assistance.
e New CalAIM regulations require county mental health plans to implement statewide, standardized screening tools.
e A BH Specialist is needed in Central Access to use new screening tools and are essential to our ability to implement this new CalAIM
requirement. Central Access BH Specialists are critical to our capacity to provide quality customer service and access to care.
e Improved standardization and quality of case management services provided to individuals calling the Central Access line.
e  This will be paid for with MHSA reserves which will fund the position until June 2026.
Outcomes:
e  Consistent adherence to CalAIM screening tool requirements evidenced by passing all state test calls.
e The BH Specialist in Central Access will respond to approximately 1,400 requests for services each year.
e  The BH Specialist will meet or exceed timeliness standards to be set by CalAIM.
