A peremptory writ of mandate or an
injunction shall be issued only upon clear and convincing proof that the material in
question is false, misleading, or inconsistent with the requirements of the Elections
Code, and that issuance of the writ or injunction will not substantially interfere
with the printing or distribution of the official election materials as provided by
law.
